Legend of the angel with a celestial robe, Japan’s oldest
legend, was set in Isanagosan Mountain (Hijiyama Moun-
tain), and is inscribed in the “Annals of the Tango
Realm”.Angels were bathing in a pond on the summit of
Isanagosan Mountain. Villagers hid the clothing of one of
the angels so that she was unable to return to heaven.The
anguished angel chose to settle in the village of Funaki
(now Funaki, Yasaka Town), and is deified in Nagu Shrine
as a Deity of the rich harvest.There is a memorial for
Hagoromo Angel on the summit of Isanagosan Mountain.

Around the time of Empress Suiko, three
demons—Eiko, Karuashi, and Tsuchiguma—
became chieftains in Sanjogatake of Tango (now
called Oe Mountain) and caused much suffering
upon the people.Ordered to subjugate the demons,
Prince Maroko was helped by the incarnation of the
Grand Shrine of Ise. Eiko and Karuashi were killed,
and Tsuchiguma was taken prisoner and confined
to a rock.The rock is known today as Tate-lwa.
